- Soil – Let Go **** (Album:  True Self) 
Review:  This is one of those bands that have been getting a lot of play 
on satellite radio and now it’s time to move on up the east side (Well, the 
U-P side that is…).  Soil carries a nice slow hard rock sound to it and it 
makes “Let Go” one of their sweetest singles to this day I think.  Expect a 
lot more from these guys in the future. 
 
- Within Temptation – What Have You Done ***1/2 (Album: The 

Heart of Everything) 
Review:  Within Temptation…a Dutch rock band that has risen 
themselves on up to the states.  You know what makes this band 
original???  Male-Female vocal combos…just like Skillet, Flyleaf and 
other Female-Males vocal bands, it carries a kick-ass sound and for them 
being Dutch…Dutch bands rock my socks.

- Apocalyptica ft. Corey Taylor of Stone Sour – I’m Not Jesus **** 

(Album:  Worlds Collide)

- Theory of a Deadman – So Happy ****1/2 (Album: Scars & 
Souvenirs)

they’re coming out with a new album as well.  “So Happy” has the same 
T.O.A.D sound to their other songs…but it has nice pizzazz to it since it 
is the new year.

- Dragonforce – Through The Fire and Flame ****1/2 (Album:  

Inhuman Rampage)

Lamb of God and Celtic Frost put together… (Isn’t that hardcore???)
